Glossary of Classes:
All Ages Costumes Class - Play dress up with your horses! This class is open to rid-
ers of all ages (Leadline for riders under 8 is ok. Horse should have halter and lead
on under bridle). Australian Pursuit - All riders will be evenly spaced from one anoth-
er on the rail. When prompted by the announcer everyone will begin to trot/jog fast
enough to stay in front of the person behind you but slow enough to not catch up to
the person in front of you. If you pass the person in front, are caught up to by the
person in back or break into the walk or canter you are out of the race.  Cloverleaf
Barrels - Riders will guide their horses through the cloverleaf pattern (see diagram)
and return to the start. Rider with the fastest time wins. Dollar Ride - This class is
ridden bareback (no bareback pads allowed). Riders will be given a dollar bill to place
under their leg. Riders may be asked to walk, trot, canter and back-up. The last rider
to have their bill intact under their leg wins.  Egg in Spoon Ride - Each person is given
a large spoon with an egg. You may be asked to walk, trot, canter and back-up. Last
one with their egg still in the spoon wins.  Hurry Scurry Over Fences - Riders will
navigate their horses over a series of 3 fences and around one pole (see diagram).
Rider with the fastest time and least amount of knockdowns wins.  Paired Ribbon Ride
- Each team will be given a 3ft. piece of crepe paper to hold between them. You may
be asked to walk, trot, canter and back-up. The last pair still holding their "ribbon"
intact, wins.  Pole Bending - Riders will ride to the opposite end of the arena, weave
up and down through the poles and then ride back up to the start. Rider with the
fastest time wins. (see diagram)  Paired Potato Race - This class involves 2 riders
and 1 horse. The first rider must trot to the end of the arena, pick up an object from
the top of a barrel and trot back to their partner at the top of the arena. The first
rider will then dismount and the second rider will mount the horse from the ground
with the object in hand, race to the end of the arena, place the object back on the
barrel and race back to the start. The fastest time to accomplish this task wins.  Run
Ride and Lead - Entrants will line up on the east side of the arena and their horses
will be held on the west side. When given the signal entrants will run to meet their
horses, mount up, ride back to the east side, dismount and lead their horses back to
the west side. First one to the finish wins.  Water Cup - Riders will each be given a
glass filled with water. Riders may be asked to walk, trot, canter and back-up. The
rider with the most liquid remaining in their glass at the end of the class wins.
